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MEMORIALS AND BEQUESTS

1. From time to time, the Camp Board will publish a listing of projects and capital needs, and will receive funds designated for such projects.

2. Donations and bequests received for any project made in memory of a deceased person, or in honor of the living, will be listed in the Memorials Book, to be kept and displayed in the Welcome Center.

3. When undesignated memorial gifts or bequests are received, the Camp Board will consult with the family of the deceased before determining the use of such memorial gifts.

4. If the family of a deceased person proposes a memorial project, the Camp Board must formally take action to approve the project before receiving the memorial gifts being offered.

5. Including Camp Sychar in one's last will and testament is encouraged.  If a person wishes to leave a bequest protected by legal instrument, consulting an attorney is recommended.  

1. The Camp Board can refer a person to Camp Sychar's attorney if such legal assistance is requested.

2. The Camp Board recommends that bequests included in a will be left undesignated.

3. If the will specifies the use to be made of the bequest, the Camp Board must formally take action to approve the project before receiving the bequest.

6. The final decision regarding the use of memorial gifts, gifts in honor, and bequests, rests with the Camp Sychar Board.

1. All projects and capital improvements will be coordinated in the Board's Master Plan for the development and maintenance of Camp Sychar.

2. All memorials and bequests will be used for the glory of God and the enhancement of Camp Sychar's mission. 
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
