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BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS USAGE POLICY

Basic Conditions

1. Camp Sychar is a religious corporation chartered under the laws of the State of Ohio.

1. The charter sets forth the purpose of Camp Sychar:  to conduct a camp meeting each summer, and to conduct other activities only if they are in keeping with the purpose.

2. The chartered mission of Camp Sychar is the promotion of Scriptural Holiness as understood in the Wesleyan-Arminian tradition.

3. Therefore, Camp Sychar's buildings and grounds are not available for general purposes such as camping or vacationing, nor even for religious purposes unless they relate specifically to the message of Scriptural Holiness.

2. Camp Sychar has limited property and liability insurance coverage.  

1. Individual cottages are covered by our insurance, but their contents are not covered.

2. Other buildings are covered for the two weeks of camp meeting.

3. There is year round liability coverage, intended primarily to protect paid and volunteer workers on the grounds and to care for accidental injuries.

Types of Use

1. Regularly scheduled use includes:

1. The ten-day camp meeting each year.

2. Meetings of the Camp Board.

3. A Work Week held each July prior to the camp meeting.

2. Other uses may, from time to time, include:

1. Weddings of Sychar constituents when requested.

2. Board-sponsored Family Retreats and continuing education for Pastors.

3. Specially scheduled work projects or programs by individuals or groups with Board approval.

Limitations

1. Except during Work Week and the ten-day Camp Meeting, the kitchen and cafeteria are not available.

2. Rest rooms and shower facilities are not available during the winter months.  During Work Week and the Camp Meeting all such facilities are open.

3. For a specially scheduled work project during warm weather, a rest room can be open.


Supervision

1. Individuals and groups intending to do a work project not during Work Week must:

1. Get the proposed project approved by the Superintendent of Buildings and Grounds;

2. Clear the dates for the project with the Superintendent of Buildings and Grounds and also with the Caretaker.

2. Persons desiring to use Camp Sychar for a wedding, a retreat, a youth outing, or any other such purpose may make their request to the Camp Board through the Executive Committee by contacting the President, Rev. Matthew Brookes.
